Up to a 60-second continuous spot that is written, produced, and aired on your station or program and this closing
tag: “If you suspect or have been a victim of human trafficking, contact the National Human Trafficking hotline at
888-373-7888. All calls are anonymous.”

Criteria to be judged on:
Creativity, effectiveness, production value, and correct tag.
